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  The spring meeting of the Pennsylvania Federation of Sportmen’s Clubs 

was held in Meadville.  One of the subjects of discussion was the three open-

ings on the Pennsylvania Game Commission board of directors.  Governor 

Rendell is delaying the appointments and has not revealed the applicants 

names.  The county and state have been putting pressure to find out why.  The 

future of hunting can, and will hang in the balance, and what direction it will 

eventually take. 

   

CITIZENS ADVISORY COMMITTEE 

 At the last meeting of the Citizens Deer Advisory Committee, yours truly 

helped tabulate the results of the surveys.  Over two hundred were received from 

farmers in Wildlife  Management Area 1-A. 

Only one was for reducing the deer herd.  They stated that they 

have more damage from raccoons, woodchucks, and yes, 

bear, than they do from deer.  The consensus was the deer herd 

should be increased thirty to fifty percent.
